Concessionary Travel:

Profile F

The latest DfT note indicates approval (with minor modifications) for new profile F. The meeting agreed with the suggestion that LASSeO should publish profile F to make this the standard and should then go to the TCAs.   It was confirmed that SCNF were supporting LASSeO actions on this and will develop and circulate a high level paper as public facing message supporting LASSeO technical work. It was also noted that the correct LA personnel should also be circulated as the issue is wider than just transport. The meeting discussed LASSeO setting up a web based test/demo for profile F cards and noted that regional TCA groups were being set up (bulletin 9) which could provide a possible route for LASSeO to access TCAs  Meeting also agreed that LASSeO could manage the TCA groups if DfT funding were forthcoming..

Actions agreed:

1. OM to draft profile F

2. All to peer review 

3. MD to send to SCNF and copy in Traffic Wales

4. MD to bring forward demo programme discussion at next meeting

5. GD and MD to talk to DfT wrt TCA group management
Data Protection:

The issue of data protection was raised and the meeting discussed whether the cardholder’s name is going on the card – MD thought DfT recommending yes, but now all believe should be no. There is also an additional problem on data stored by ISL. The meeting agreed that a governance note is needed to clarify the trust level that can be assumed with transport concession registration and Mifare card

Actions agreed:

MD to contact ISL re encryption of stored data

MD to draft Governance note
OIDs: 

ISL will offer a single OID for all TCAs coming in (the bucket). Doubts were expressed as to whether this will work since there is only a 7-digit sequence number for issued cards. It was further noted that the ISL proposal to reserve a number block per TCA will exacerbate the problem and when a TCA starts working electronically another OID will be needed and cards would have to be reissued. Meeting agreed that LASSeO should ask for clarification from DfT.

Actions agreed:

MD to draft note requesting clarification by DfT

Numbering:

London Connects reviewing business case inputs. Two things coming out from this – card numbering and standardised web services between application and card management services. KF circulated paper on these subjects. First aim to use a single uniquely numbered card initially for interoperable library services. Paper set down numbering suggestion. Wrt standardising web services to simplify and reduce cost. Process started by involving various suppliers of library systems. KF described various different numbering systems currently in evidence. Discussion about whether in London to use a London IIN plus two digits for borough id, or one IIN per borough – waiting for an answer from APACS. If positive LASSeO will continue to promote its announced numbering scheme.

KF to obtain APACS response

SNAPI

The meeting noted that funding for project has not yet been obtained althought there is a possibility of internal funding from RNIB (possibly £50K to £70K). JG Circulated a drafted brochure which the funding will cover if achieved. The meeting discussed the issues of who to circulate it to and where it could be developed (and funded for development) and piloted It was agreed that libraries would be good but the business case is difficult and it is much more likely to be application level used, e.g. travel information. It was suggested that distribution could be made through events and that a video clip made from the existing demo and made available on disk, web site or perhaps U-tube.

JG to investigate video clip

All to edit JG's brochure draft

e-Standards group

Actions agreed:

MD to talk to Paul Davidson re e-Standards group

Updates

Scottish National Entitlement Card. MD was invited to run workshop at a recent Scottish NEC meeting to explore Scottish local authority engagement issues. There are many potential applications available (and some funding) and the sessions were designed to tease out issues and attitudes that may be inhibiting take-up. 

London Boroughs: Becoming much more interested and several boroughs moving forward. 

FCCW in Wales – there is a meeting next week. 

SCNF is holding a conference of invited delegates on 14 January to clarify extension opportunities for concession cards.
