1. Review of Previous Notes

MD is experimenting with the shared web workspace and will ask the expert panel to test it out before going public  Action: MD

MD has received a request from the standards workstream of LEGsB asking for input to LEGSB web site. MD arranging to meet PD. Action: MD

2. Concessionary Travel and Standards

MiFare 4k document

The LASSeO MiFare 4K document is now ready for publication. MD will proof read and send to SCNF (who have contact with the TCAs), copy to DfT and MVA, and post on LASSeO web site.  Action: MD

MD will develop a formal announcement based on a prior SCNF document on the subject and arrange to send out to relevant press (local authority, smartcard). JW will ask the Bracknell PR people to review.  Action: MD & JW. 

DfT Bulletins

The meeting discussed the latest Bulletin 11 and agreed that no critical issues arose, although it was noted that regulation is required to empower bulletin outputs. AL asked if card is a transport card with other applications on it or a multi-application card with a transport application on it. The former was indicated but this raised the question about the legitimacy of ITSO mandating card graphics and possibly card management procedures. While it is too late to change at present, ME asked if he should raise this at parliamentary level to ensure this does not tie local authority smartcards down in the future.  The question was raised as to whether this would mean that DfT funds would be supporting citizen cards. MD will provide input to ME.  Action: ME

MD confirmed supplier information pack had been supplied to him and he had distributed it. 

Card production. Members were unsure whether cards are actually being produced at this time. 

It was agreed that MD would invite a transport operator to present their view. George Connell of Stagecoach to be invited (AL to provide MD with contact)  Action: AL & MD

GW asked if in future non-attending experts could send in a status report on their organisation's/ industry's relevant activities.

3. Key Management

OM advised that Euclid is issuing diversified keys for citizen card area, but other suppliers are putting on a static key (per TCA). It was suggested that static key is all that is needed until such time as citizen card space is to be used when the keys can then be diversified. The Euclid approach would appear to be a Euclid lock-in for local authorities to come to them when they want to start loading citizen card functions. GW will contact Euclid and ask why they are doing this.  Action GW

MD will develop an official line stating LASSeO requires only static keys where the non ITSO area is just to be structured, and LAs offered the choice of static or diversified if real applications and data are to be loaded. This document will then be circulated to MVA, ITSO etc. for implementation. Action MD

4. Mifare Security 

Information on a Mifare security breach has been circulated and needs to be considered by LASSeO. It was agreed that LASSeO should send out a paper reiterating circumstances and environments in which the use of Mifare is recommended. Action MD

5. London Connects Update

KF reported that suggested numbering system has been accepted. The business case report on libraries and leisure was presented a few weeks ago and further activity is ongoing to see how it fits in with developing web services and other applications. The objective is to clarify the position all round. LC expects that 3-4 borough smartcard schemes will move forward during 2008.

London Connects outputs will be shared with LASSeO and others.

AL suggested that now we have transport cards going out with added citizen card capability LASSeO should promote citizen cards to other government departments to generate interest. MD to consider and bring forward. Action: MD

6. SNAPI update

It was noted that there is still no external funding and internal RNIB funding is now uncertain. To be brought forward. Action: Secretariat

7. Other Updates

The meeting discussed the recent SCNF conference on the future of ENCTS cards with local authority applications added. Those attending felt it was interesting but did not learn much from it. An output summary is awaited.

The meeting agreed there is a need to target local authority meetings that are well attended (by those not knowledgeable about smartcards) and get speaking platforms on them. Suggestions included SOCITM or SOLACE or sector specific groups. To be brought forward. Action: Secretariat

ID/Passports. ME advised that there were a lot of internal discussions going on and whole thing looks like being bogged down. He had heard nothing positive from the EURIM/IPS standards advisory group.

It is understood that buy-in from local councils to the Scottish National Entitlement Card continues to grow. SCNF will have a Scottish event (in London) on 18 March 2008.

AL reported on the status of WG15 and the position of the eURI.
