1. Chairman’s Welcome

MD welcomed all attendees and especially Chris Lockwood, Operations Director at ESP Systex

2. Review of Previous Notes

The notes of 30 April 2008 were accepted as an accurate record of the meeting. The following matters arising were noted:

MD is still trying get a meeting with Adam Smith of sQUID

MD will talk to GD about the outcome of his discussion with DfT on the ISL paper

MiFare security issues are picked up in the agenda for this meeting

GD action to send blue badge process issues to KF is outstanding

KF has provided card testing spec to AIDC and has card to send but is awaiting feedback from AIDIC. MD confirmed that AIDIC are keen to follow this up.

3. London Card Specification Issues

Car Parking Extension to LASSeO MiFare 4k spec

Further discussions have taken place. OM proposed changes to the Data Services  document and described some minor changes to MiFare 4K spec to cover protection of some services with proprietary keys.  OM confirmed that there is no impact on existing cards. The meeting agreed that the change to the specification needs to be ratified and agreed that it would be considered provisionally accepted at this meeting and will become a formal change if nothing heard to the contrary following circulation to the whole LASSeO List within 28 days from date of email, plus formal adoption of standard to which it refers (Data and Services Definitions version 0.6).  Action: MD to send out email notifying approvals required to wording change on Car Parking Extension to LASSeO MiFare 4k spec. and requesting comments/objections     

Standardised web services for Library and Leisure

Responses have been received from JW/GD/AL: The minor restrictions on library systems were noted. AL view (supported by GD) was that LASSeO should support it as a specification but not THE specification and should wait and see how it works in London. It is viewed as positive for London Boroughs that LASSeO supports the specification. The meeting noted that a bid for funding has recently gone to Capital Ambitions.  MD thanked KF for bringing the specification to LASSeO for comment and confirmed LASSeO’s response as welcoming the document and endorsing it as a good approach. 

Views on other applications

Cashless catering – it was noted that in schools most providers just read the chip or card number with the activity taking place in the back office. The sQUID trial of cashless catering in Wiltshire and Bolton were noted and meeting agreed to follow up.  Action: OM to chase up contacts in Swindon re sQUID

London card general progress 

KF advised that 3 schemes are currently ongoing, all at different stages of development, Hillingdon is just carrying out a second tender exercise for parking, loyalty and libraries, plus access to council amenity site.  Lewisham is building up its “vision” and Southwark are planning a citizen card with payments but are currently using magnetic stripe cards with payments. Waltham Forest has a 50/50 support split in favour/neutral and it was noted that David Wilde is now with Westminster and involved in Capital Ambitions

Capital Ambitions Funding Bid

KF advised that a bid had been put forward for funding to facilitate development of a pan-London scheme – it was neither rejected nor accepted and Steve Pennant of London Connects has been asked to provide some clarifications for further consideration.  The idea of a London “Olympic card” idea had received a cool reception because it was considered that London is paying enough for Olympics already.  

4. Concessionary Travel and Standards

Status Update 

No further information has been received from DfT.  The scheme appears now to be considered the responsibility of local government and central co-ordination has ceased.  JW advised of some difficulties for Bracknell residents in using the Bracknell card (JCOP31 which is on the approved DfT list for concessionary fares) in Blackpool. The meeting discussed the issue in some depth including where the responsibility lies for remedying the situation. It was noted that Bolton and Aberdeen are also using JCOP technology for their ITSO compliant cards.   The meeting agreed that both ITSO and the DfT should be made aware of the Bracknell difficulties and requested to give advice on what action to take.  MD confirmed that LASSeO help is available if required.

TCF WG21 – 24th July 

MD updated the meeting on the recent WG21 meeting: Citizen cards and travel applications (concessionary and non concessionary) were discussed but no  clarity/agreement was reached as to how it would work. The sub-group has gone away to define all the options for citizen cards and ITSO to co-exist.  

5. Mifare security

Appropriate platforms for applications requiring greater/lesser security

The meeting discussed the position with regard to MiFare and its use in the ITSO specification in view of the security issues recently raised. The potential alternative of DesFire was noted but questions arise as to whether this is good enough – it was noted that DesFire is not much in use in Europe.

It was agreed that MiFare is probably an acceptable risk for low value applications such as libraries/leisure and concessions etc but this gets more problematic with e-purse applications. The meeting agreed that LASSeO should provide clarity about LASSeO specification purpose and intent and potentially consider producing a specification for DesFIRE and/or Java based card platforms. It was further agreed that LASSeO should seek a clarification meeting with ITSO on the subject.

Actions:

· LASSeO to provide clarification on the situation and offer advice to LAs on how to deal with this. 

· LASSeO to research DESfire / contact NXP to talk about products

· MD to discuss with SB  re Scottlish reaction

· MD to ask ITSO what position is and for formal LASSeO/ITSO meeting as soon as feasible.   

6. SNAPI

JG provided a short briefing in advance of this afternoon’s dedicated SNAPI meeting:  It was noted that an outline grant application covering the Cambridge guided bus and library has been made for £101.5k.  LASSeO members were asked for ideas/advise on how and which government departments to approach for funding in the light of this being a multi application development pilot scheme since the SNAPI concept crosses application boundaries.   Action: Members to provide any ideas on other funding sources to JG

7. Updates/discussion/round-up

SCNF situation – advice from GD awaited. Possibility of next Lasseo meeting co-locating with next SCNF (23rd Sept)
Action: MD to explore opportunity to hold the next LASSeO meeting at or around the September 23 SCNF event at the AIDC centre in Halifax
POST MEETING NOTE: Next LASSeO meeting scheduled for 14.00 on 22nd September in Halifax.
The Sheffield Centre of Excellence is developing well alongside the excellent RFID/smartcard exhibition facilities in Halifax. 
It was reported that the Bracknell RFID centre has closed with Cable and Wireless leaving.
KF advised the recent changes at London Connects –  The “Your London Card” Exec Group is still in place, but Steve Pennant has now taken over and is seeking additional funding from Capital Ambitions (see above).

ID/Passports - ID cards for immigrants are scheduled from November through pilots in certain geographical areas    IPS now seems to be taking a more citizen-centric stance and this prompted the suggestion that LASSeO should be talking to someone in IPS.  There was considerable inconclusive discussion about the potential future of the ID card project   

It was noted that the business case for an initial pan-Wales citizen smartcard is currently out for consultation.

CO advised the meeting on recent Cabinet Office/OGC guidance on Information Risk Management in which smartcards are specifically mentioned as an “information invasive technology”.  This advice is for central government and it is unclear as yet as to how or if it will apply to local government  Action: CO to advise website link
