1. Previous Notes

2. Mifare 4k specification

This was ratified and JG proposed extension of the list of standards quoted in this and the following document.  He agreed to provide additions to OM.

MD reported on TCF WG21 activity and the recent Waterfront conference.

LASSeO/Mifare testing

KF reported on good progress at AIDC who are developing a Mifare/LASSeO spec testing tool. 

5. Mifare issues  

Extensive discussion of the ITSO/Mifare situation including reporting the meeting with Mike Eastham of ITSO, Mifare security in general, advice required for LAs, planned meetings with Calypso, the need for work on Calypso and DESfire specifications, and concerns over the ITSO attitude to Javacard implementations. 

OM outlined the overarching relationship between the data objects and services structures and a variety of platform specs.

OM undertook to lead the development of a DESfire spec. with support from various colleagues present.  SB agreed to attend a meeting with MD and Calypso.

MD agreed to developing improved advice for LAs with further contact with ITSO/ISL/DfT etc as appropriate.   

6. Application register

MD reported input from Shaun Topham suggesting a way in which an interactive application register could be provided.

GW agreed to follow this up.

7. SNAPI

JG provided a short briefing on SNAPI progress and a copy of the present flyer.
