2. Review of previous meeting

· Previous Minutes Accepted
3. Guidance Papers
· There was a free ranging discussion following a presentation by         G. Doggett on a proposal to raise the visibility and profile of LASSeO by publication of white papers and guidance papers aimed essentially at LAs and the rest of the public sector.

· The proposal was to use the Amazon/Kindle format for formatting and dissemination of the documents in electronic format and to use this mechanism to collect payments for any chargeable documents.


· For stage one it was agreed to trawl the existing LASSeO archive, to identify and reformat/update any useful documents


· It was also proposed to develop and issue topical papers such as: Case studies, “Idiots Guides”, White papers, “Step by Step” guidance papers, etc…


· The meeting discussed the question of finding voluntary writers/editors and peer reviewers within the LASSeO community, concluding that this should be possible.


· The question was raised of marketing “channels” to be used to advertise and promote the availability of the documents.


· The whole subject is to be addressed in forthcoming board discussions
 
4. Higher Education (HE)


· LASSeO (M. Davies) & Smartran (K. Farquharson) jointly presented at the last HESCA meeting.

· Presentation slides will be made available on LASSeO web site.

· The HE market appears to remain very much in “silo” mode and under the thrall of traditional bespoke solution suppliers (access control, T&A…), but there are some positive signs of “opening”.  LASSeO specifications have been used to good effect for a recent  London-based  HE system at UAL.

· This raised the question of finding the best ways of identifying and engaging with other HE related organisations to promote LASSeO’s position.


5. SNAPI – TSB Project

· Project went well over the summer

· M. Davies was to make a 2 minute pitch at the upcoming TSB Collaboration nation event.  Geoff Doggett and Gwyn Williams also to attend and staff the LASSeO SNAPI demonstration at the event.

· Other attendees indicated that they would like to attend the event.  GD/MD to investigate

7. DESFire Specification Issues

· Discussion rescheduled due to absence of L. Faulkner although the value of mutual testing was appreciated by the meeting.  It was thought that some kind of anonymous process might be attractive but this was for further discussion at the next meeting.




8. Non-DESFire, Non-Mifare, Non-Java approaches to multi-application cards.

· ITSO recently accredited an additional 5 CMD2 cards
· Need for an ISO7816 spec for LASSeO. 
· Owen McLaughlin agreed to progress this and Mick Davies undertook to confirm that Unicard were willing to assist and to check to see if ESP Systex would also join in as they had been very helpful in the earlier specifications.
