Agenda Items
1. Mifare UID Issues
The meeting discussed issues surrounding the non-unique nature of the UID for Mifare Classic cards.
· The SCNF had carried out a public sector survey but this did not elicit a large number of responses.
· Of those that responded, the larger schemes seem well aware of the situation.
· It was suggested that smaller players may not even be aware they are using Mifare technology (in areas such as Access Control, Cashless Catering, etc).
· The Manufacturers clearly differentiate products for the longer and shorter UIDs (different part numbers)
· Generally this was not considered to be a very significant problem but was an area where some guidance would be appropriate.
Action: Basic Guidance note to be written (see 3 below)
2. Specifications – IPR Update
The meeting finalised discussion of this issue
· The agreed current status is for specifications to be LASSeO copyright with an acknowledgement of Bracknell’s involvement.

Action: Documents to be updated and sent to Vincent Paliczka at Bracknell Forest for acknowledgement.
3.  Guidance Notes

The subject of guidance notes was discussed and volunteers were sought.

· There was general agreement on the need for guidance notes to be published on the website and various members agreed to produce first drafts.

MD: Security and Identity
4. Issues arising from TCF WG21 report. 
The DfT sponsored Transport Card Forum report on Citizen/Transport functions on a single card (WG21) had prompted consideration of various models for combining these functions.  As a result of this, suggestions had been made that there might be benefit in LASSeO type applications residing within the ITSO shell.  
· PT attended to explain his paper outlining a possible approach whereby LASSeO application could function as an ITSO Type 0 application within an ITSO shell.  This would allow the potential of sweating the ITSO-related assets in the future. 
· After considerable and wide-ranging discussion it was unanimously agreed that any such changes would provide little or no value to users of the LASSeO specification.  Indeed it was considered that such an approach would reduce LASSeO’s ability to act independently and would require significant effort to develop a new specification.  
Action: None.  MD to discuss at a future meeting with Michael Leach, CEO of ITSO.
