Specification Status


Re Mifare classic replacement: No known LAs formally seeking ITSO 
derogation at this time. 


OM stated ACT had indicated that some 4million ITSO cards are in use 
electronically across the UK. This was queried by the delegates.


Action: MD to contact ACT to find out the basis for their figures

Post meeting note – Checked with ACT 

Re CMD2: MD circulated a paper from ECEBS indicating their plans for CMD 
card ITSO certification. OM said that he had also developed a faster JCOP 
application; he is getting timings to verify the speed and if acceptable, will 
certify.


Re LASSeO priorities: 


All that follows below in terms of priorities refers to specifications and not the 
application itself. 


It is noted with thanks that BFBC is funding the development of the DESFire 
specification (below) and wishes to retain the IPR, solely for reasons of 
protection but will work through LASSeO with respect to any update 
requirements.

The meeting confirmed the decision not to address Mifare Plus for the time 
being. 

JavaCard application from national project (now a Smart Connect product) needs to be rewritten to make it generic rather than proprietary. With permission, could use the current Smart Connect product definition as a base for a LASSeO specification. 

DESFire, LASSeO in the process of writing the specification. OM believes it will be completed by end May 09. MD suggested it should then be reviewed by interested parties.


Action: MD to discuss IPR management issues with BFBC.


MD to review putting something in all specifications re IPR 


MD to organise review of DESFire specification when ready


MD to speak to Smart Connect re using its proprietary specification as a base 
for a generic specification


MD to consider developers sponsoring specific pieces of work subject to the 
specification remaining freely available through LASSeO

2.
LASSeO Mifare Testing 


The group reviewed the paper from Prof. Osman. 


Issues arising:

· The specification states categorically that little endian is used

· Need to review fixed length fields to make sure they are genuinely fixed length (eg Postcode)

· Specification could be amended to support Unicode (not thought to be difficult) – to be reviewed

· Problem of location of ITSO shell removing ability to use MAD2. This is an ITSO problem but the LASSeO specification should contain a note/warning about this.

· Other issues are comments on performance. Comments could be issued by testing organisation in specific cases


Action: Guidance notes to be issued with the specification (which will not be 
changed). MD to draft
3.
AIDC Proposals


AIDC compliance report and AIDC pricing schedule were circulated.


With respect to the compliance report, KF stated that he had run real cards 
through the process which seemed to work well but report format could be 
improved. The sample compliance report should be reviewed by members 
and feedback sent to MD who will summarise them back to AIDC in order to 
help them improve the report format.


Re pricing schedule, AIDC's prices seem realistic but LASSeO will require a 
commission on all billing based on testing of the LASSeO specification. Initial 
target was agreed at 20%. Also consider equivalent commission for other 
business brought to AIDC by LASSeO.


Re time to turnaround testing work, KF suggested 10 workings days. MD to 
discuss with AIDC.


Re tests carried out on cards to date, AIDC indicated they have identified 
some data not covered by the specification. KF will follow up to identify and 
clarify.


Action: All to review the sample compliance report and send comments to 
MD by 11 May 09


MD to report comments to AIDC 


MD to clarify pricing schedule and negotiate commission rate 


Post Meeting note: Ken Bellamy (AIDC) has confirmed by email that AIDC are happy to help to generate income to support LASSeO activity in generating and maintaining specifications. We have agreed to settle on 20% for LASSeO testing fees and for any other testing work brought to AIDC by LASSeO.  


MD to discuss turnaround times with AIDC


Post meeting note: 10days is acceptable to AIDC


KF to review possible missing element in the specification reported by AIDC.

Re SNAPI


Logo IPR now registered in name of LASSeO Ltd and a request is in for name 
SNAPI to be registered in name of LASSeO Ltd. JG stated that people may 
require different profiles in different application areas. He has started 
documenting a  new 'profile type' field but requires assistance in formalising 
the work. 


Re funding, so far no success whatsoever. GD suggested forming a trust so 
that specific funding can be sought. JG replied that he is associated with a 
charity that might be used. A discussion ensued dealing with how to progress 
pilots and funding. JG is hoping for pilot scheme on Cambridge private bus 
system. JW said she would investigate use of BFBC library as a 
demonstrator.


Action: JG to convene a meeting specifically to discuss SNAPI issues


Re: SCNF


KF said had a successful event in Peterborough recently. The AGM was 
recently held with the core group re-elected. All planned changes up and 
running, plan now to build up membership. Have various slots in upcoming 
events.
