1. DESfire Specification status

Version 0.2 issued very recently and refers to native mode, EV1 later

Action – KF to put specification on SCNF web site, MD to announce at various upcoming meetings
2. DESfire Guidance Notes

This needs to go out with the DESfire specification – applies to decisions potential users and third party application providers need to make. Could make available some reserved slots for private scheme use or make use of Specification defined data only. The required guidance information could go into the Specification if short, or on an accompanying email containing limited information but asking the recipient to enquire as and when ready, or in a separate Guidance Note document.  The last option listed above with a covering email was preferred.
Action - GW to prepare a first draft in one week for others to review and complete. 

3. Other Specifications Status

No change on Mifare specification

No change on data definitions document – Ratified as version 2
Calypso appear to have made no progress in UK public sector
Java specification has not been advanced since the last meeting.  Decisions are required as to how to progress this. 
Non-Java CMD2 and JCOP platforms – these platforms are under review with ITSO but KF suggested looking to a future that would include contactless EMV and LASSeO functions rather than worry about ITSO at the present time. The meeting agreed that KF would progress.

Action - KF to look at the issue and come back with some thoughts. MD to raise the issue with ITSO

4. New Web Site

LASSeO has a developer (via JG) and work in progress – a basic website is to be completed soon in a form where LASSeO can post new documents. Further refinements are to be considered later.
