Agenda Items
1. Guidance papers
The meeting discussed the presented draft guidance papers and matters arising.
There was considerable discussion about the purpose and style of guidance 
documents.  There is a primary need to determine who the audience is so that documents may strike an appropriate balance between accessibility and detail.  It was proposed that Images should be included in very high level introductory documents with either separate or linked more detailed documents for those with a broader technical interest.
Actions: 

Security & Identity (draft by MD) - Some detailed input provided to be incorporated 
and to be represented as a two part document.

NFC (draft by DH) - Considerable technical discussion around this useful draft.  
There was some disagreement about timeframes and overall messages and it was 
this document that primarily prompted discussions about target audiences and 
purposes. 

Other guidance needs identified:


Mifare UID Note: RD to progress with LF


Payment Note: DH leading


Note on DESFire 8k (see 3 below)
2. SNAPI progress report


JG provided an upbeat update on SNAPI and set out details of SNAPI involvement 
in EU project, along with potential ATM and standards implications
3. Increased DESFire capacity on Specs. 
MD reported increasing interest in using DESFire 8k platforms.  Meeting agreed in principle that specs should reflect a “minimum of 4k” rather than “4k” which raised the issue of reviewing and updating specs and guidance.  RD to ask LF to review
4. CENTRO spec queries


Centro were using the LASSeO specs and had requested information about 
what is available for other platforms. 

Agreed that the LASSeO policy on platforms should be developed for the website

5. Publicity & Revenue Models
There was extensive discussion on publishing, membership, reselling other publications, advertising on website, and consultancy, all in the context of needing to create a sustainable model for LASSeO going forward.

ME suggested that succession planning needs to be included in this process (as the chairman was not getting any younger!)  

It was agreed that all of this was a board issue and should be discussed at length off line as and when material was available.
JW to forward her list of issues for consideration to MD

GD to prepare publication model paper

Board members to set up SKYPE communication arrangements

6. DWP 

WJ and other colleagues (GW & GD) reported at length on the activities and progress 
of the DWP projects in Southampton and Suffolk.


Both were progressing well with very different approaches.  


Southampton were concentrating on on-line registration using commercial services 
for checking purposes and the whole process seemed to have strong potential value 
as a replicable model.


Suffolk was using bus passes and key cards to carry a mix of services.  They were 
using mobile phones as readers using java applications on Community transport with 
libraries and Leisure functions.


DWP are considering how LASSeO can assist in documenting and disseminating the 
details of these projects. 

7. Other Reports

MD reported that he would be representing LASSeO as a panellist on the issue of 
making interoperability a reality at the upcoming Clarion event in January.
