8. Further Updates
 
· SNAPI 
JW reported on the issues arising for the Bracknell work on SNAPI in the library and that they were working on a user guide and associated material to explain how the application needs to be used. 
A discussion followed concerning potential private sector uses of SNAPI in supermarkets etc. 

· GD updated the meeting on East Anglian initiatives with particular reference to Mid Suffolk and Ipswich where plans are afoot to get mobile phone payments on buses.

· The general picture was the familiar one of many initiatives that need to be consolidated to maximise benefits. 
9. AOB
